29th June – 2nd July 2006

Field Trip Theme:  Landuse and Landscape in South-East Queensland

Over the four days of this field trip we will travel from Brisbane, through the valleys of the Brisbane River and some of its tributaries and onto the Darling Downs, a plateau underlain by basalts of mid-Tertiary age and which is a rich farming area, but not without its share of environmental problems. We will visit the Queensland Department of Natural Resources research station in Toowoomba.  This group has a long history of research into land management and land degradation issues in southern Queensland and is one of the leading research stations of its kind in Australia. 

The trip will travel south across the Darling Downs from Toowoomba to the Shire of Warwick, a large rural local government area centred on the City of Warwick.  Here we will look at local government management issues in this rural/urban context.

Further south we will visit the Queensland granite belt, a fruit growing area and a major national park at Girraween on the Queensland/New South Wales border.

Our return to Brisbane will be via Mt Lindsay Highway, and the irrigation scheme in the Fassifern Valley.
